The members of the ISG take note of the decision of President Michel Aoun of 12
April to adjourn the chamber for one month. They also take note of Speaker Nabih
Berri’s announcement to convene the next session on 15 May.

In the spirit of sustaining progress, the ISG members encourage Lebanon’s leaders
to make maximum use of the resulting time frame to intensify their efforts to arrive
at an agreed electoral framework for free and fair elections, in accordance with the
Constitution.

The ISG members stress once more the importance of timely elections to preserve
Lebanon’s democratic process and call upon Lebanon’s leaders to reach an

agreement as soon as possible through political consultations.
